History of Anglican Church of Our Saviour
In 1977, as a result of actions by the General Convention of 1976 (radical changes to the Book of Common Prayer and other innovations), a group withdrew from St. John's Episcopal Church. Aurice and Anne Powell, Kenneth and Louise Sallenger, and Amelia Wallace were joined by others including concerned churchmen from Darlington and Kingstree to found the Anglican Church of Our Saviour under the Episcopal guidance of the Anglican Catholic Church. This was only accomplished by the Powells' perseverance and with the gracious help of Clyde Turner, Esq., a warden of St. Timothy's Anglican Catholic Church in Charleston. After over 40 years, the Church of Our Saviour continues to hold services every Sunday morning at Parkwood Presbyterian Church.

9 February 1978 - Begin service records book, meeting in old Salvation Army Chapel.

1 March 1978 – The Anglican Church of Our Saviour By-Laws approved.

2 September 1979 -- Our Saviour voted to accept the Constitution and Canons of The Anglican Catholic Church.

10 June 1979 – Move into new Salvation Army chapel on Hoffmeyer Road.

2 April 1995 - Begin meeting Sunday afternoons in Parkwood Presbyterian Church chapel.

2 February 1997 - Move to Stoudenmire chapel so we can have morning services.

25 October 1998 - Return to Parkwood chapel where we can still have early morning (9 am) services.
